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MRS. GRIGGS DIES AT 79

Less than a month after the above picture was made Mrs. Griggs died in Duke Hos-
pital, on April 11, after a very brief illness. Funeral services were held the next after-
noon in Durham and burial was in Birmingham, Alabama.

Mrs. Griggs was the seventh and fourteenth president of NCLA, serving in that
capacity from 1918 to 1919, and 1931 to 1933. She was treasurer of the Association
from 1913 to 1917. NCLA elected her to honorary membership in 1951.
